The body of the work is arranged in one alphabet by

author, or where the author is unknown by title. In all

cases where the author is known, although not given in

the book, the work is indexed under the author's name.

Compound names are indexed under the last name, for

instance William Rhys - Herbert appears as Herbert,

William Rhys-. So many cases have been encountered

where the same author's name appears on one title-page

with a hyphen, and on another without it, that this seems

to be the only safe course to adopt.
